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Strategy Assessments

Because I’m trying to assess a change in skill, I would use direct testing and performance ratings to evaluate the process and the learner’s ability to complete the process.

In the example of my prototype, Creating a Tracking URL, I do not expect the learner (Marketing Manager) to have prior knowledge of how to compile a web address (URL). I do need to be able to test their ability to identify their objective, accept new information and adapt that information to meet their objective. 

Example: The MM will learn the codes used to identify a White Paper (CAID) and a specific White Paper, Saving Troubled Projects (CAID=3). 


The process is progressive: a wrong result in Step 2 would spoil the ability of the learner to successfully complete subsequent steps. The user would get results for each of these steps, and each of these steps would be wrong. 

During the instruction, I need to assess whether the learner is correctly grasping – and implementing – the concepts in each step of the tasks analysis. 

A checklist would identify that the task has been addressed and completed, but an evaluation is necessary to see if the task is completed successfully. Because the tasks involve data implementation or review, there are no incremental ratings available: The answer is either correct or incorrect. 


The MM will have access to the online tools. At the start of this lesson, I would offer a two-question quiz: 


· What is the code for the White Paper, Saving Troubled Projects? 

· What is the code for Webinars?

Without prior knowledge of the coding system, the MM would probably not be able to answer the quiz correctly. After completing the lesson, I would offer the same quiz. I need the learner to get the information right, or stop and review the lesson. 

Without understanding the process correctly, the next lesson cannot start. 


Because the presentation of the materials is set up in chunking and sequencing, I think this strategy will be successful.
